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SIDS is the sudden unexplained death in children between one month and one year of age.  Most SIDS deaths happen when babies are between 2 months and 4 months of age.  





SIDS affects more boys than girls, and most SIDS deaths occur in winter.  While the exact causes of SIDS are unknown, there are ways to reduce the risk of SIDS.  These include:





Always place babies on their backs to sleep.  


Use the back sleep position every time.  


Place a baby on a firm sleep surface, such as a safety –approved crib mattress with a fitted sheet.  


Keep soft objects, toys and loose bedding out of the baby’s sleep area.


Avoid letting a baby overheat during sleep.


Think about using a clean, dry pacifier when placing a baby down to sleep.  





The following have been linked to an infant’s increased risk of SIDS:





Sleeping on the stomach.


Being around cigarette smoke while in the womb or after being born.


Sleeping in the same bed as parents.


Soft bedding in the crib.


Multiple birth babies (being a twin, triplet, etc.)


Premature birth.


Having a sibling who had SIDS.


Mothers who smoke or use illegal drugs.


Being born to a teen mother.


Short time period between pregnancies.


Late or no prenatal care.


Living in poverty situations.  





With the implementation of the Back to Sleep program SIDS rates have dropped dramatically since 1992.  Unfortunately, SIDS remains a significant cause of death in infants under one year old.

Day Respite Program





FamilyCore offers a day respite program to provide support to families who have a child, ages 7 to 16, that needs to serve an out-of- school suspension free of charge.  The program is located at Forrest Hill United Methodist Church and provides a safe and structured environment for students.  Program hours are from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.





The program provides:





Two hours of homework assistance each day to allow students to keep up with school assignments.


Community service opportunities to help students learn leadership skills and the importance of giving back to the community.  


Aggression Replacement Training classes that help students learn empathy, anger control, and character education.  





Students should arrive between 8:00 and 8:30 a.m. each day and should bring a sack lunch.  We ask that students not bring toys, video games, cell phones, or other electronic items.

Foster Child Damage Reimbursement Program





The” Foster Parent Reimbursement Program” has been renamed to “Foster Child Damage Reimbursement Program.” 





The “Foster Child Damage Reimbursement Program” is a way of providing third party coverage to foster parents and relative caregivers caring for children for whom the Department of Children and Family Services is responsible.  The coverage is against personal injury, property damage, and bodily injury caused by actions of foster children.   





The program is not insurance, nor is any insurance company used to process claims.  All payments made are drawn directly from the Department’s operating budget during the fiscal year in which they occur.  





The program is not intended to provide coverage for damages resulting from inadequate supervision on the part of the designated foster parent.  





This program covers damages over $50 and no longer has the $50 deductible.  





If you have a claim you must notify the child’s caseworker to begin the reimbursement process.  The application and all required documentation must be submitted within 60 days of the occurrence.  
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
